1.  Utmost and Foremost:   No plagiarism!  Do not cut and paste.  Do not copy chunks of information from sources.  IF IF IF you must consult the internet (or other secondary sources), remember to be smart by making good choices.
2. OK… here are the Requirements:
3. List the characters and give your own analysis-personality, importance/significance to the novel (30)
4. Describe the setting(s)-including time in history, place(s)-with importance/significance to the novel (20)
5. Identify the point of view (10)
6. List 20 or more major events of the plot spread throughout the book; address the entire plot-not just from the beginning or the end-with dialectical journal with depth to show that you’ve read and understood the novel (40)
7. Address the writer’s style throughout the novel: use of literary devices, suspense, emotion… (20)
8. Due: the first day of school; late work will have a late penalty or a zero-As a rule, I do not accept late work.
9. Format: must be typed 12 point, Times New Roman or Ariel, cover page (5)
10. Be prepared for discussion and a test the first week of school.
A dialectical journal is: personal responses to the novel; not every event has to have all of the below
· Personal connection (that happened to me…)
· An event that confused you, piqued your interest, made you curious, or surprised you
· An event that evoked some emotion in you (happy/laugh, sadness, sentimental…)
